Here in Hosea God illustrates for Israel, her sin, which takes its character both from simple depravity and from the malfeasance of service within the exalted state to which she has been brought.   This escalation of the sinful state is far more egregious in God’s eyes than the heathen nations who had not turned to God.  Israel, though warned explicitly regarding the justice of God, chose to turn its back on God.
Like Israel, America has found itself escalated to heights of blessedness that demonstrate the benevolence of God in remembering those nations and peoples who remember Him.  But also like Israel, We have forced God’s hand of Justice by trampling upon His benevolence and making a mockery of his Righteousness and Sovereignty.
